Assembly and initial operation | ’-

1. Put the drive into operation using the DC elero assembly cable
(sold separately) and adjust the top limit switch and the bottom
limit switch.

2. Use the DC assembly cable to bring the blind to the centre position

3. Unplug the DC assembly cable.

4. Connect the adapter for the QUICKON plug connector of the
0.25 m connecting cable with the drive plug.

5. Connect the Combio-868 JA DC 3-m connecting cable with a
suitable direct current output.

It is essential that the polarity or terminal assignment is observed.

6. Attach the radio receiver according to the illustration above. Do
not bend the antenna or put it directly on the installation channel.

7. Program the transmitter (see transmitter instructions).

Unidirectional radio system

The elero ProLine radio system is a unidirectional radio system.

A unidirectional radio system transmits radio signals to radio

receivers. However, unlike in a bidirectional radio system, the radio

receiver cannot send messages back to the transmitter. It is also
impossible to transmit radio signals from one radio receiver to
another radio receiver using this system.

Device use

In order to achieve exact turning of slats with the Venetian blinds,

the Combio-868 JA DC has a jogging mode. The radio receiver

changes over to maintained mode when the ON button or DOWN/

CLOSE button on the transmitter is held down

- until the corresponding LED goes out (elero ProLine)

- until the corresponding LED flashes (elero ProLine 2)

Troubleshooting

Transmitter is not
programmed

No radio reception Program the transmitter
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All electrical work may only be carried out by authorised electricians
according to the applicable rules and regulations of the trade
association and the requirements laid out in DIN VDE 0100.
Furthermore, the national legal regulations applicable in the
respective country of use must be observed. Make electrical
connection only when the power is turned off, to do so interrupt the
power supply and ensure it cannot be switched on unintentionally.
Make connection according to the following scheme while observing
the following notes:
- Do not connect several drives in parallel.
» NOTE: Do not exchange the connections of the cable

(change to the running direction of the blinds).
